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Visual Character Survey

A Visual Character Survey (VCS) is a technique in which respondents are asked to score a
seriesof photographs based on what they find to be visually preferable. The images
illustrate various aspects of the developed environment. Although it is not necessarily
scientific in nature, the VCS is an effective method of receiving attitudinal, aesthetic
based input. This is possible because the survey allows the respondents to view and
score realworld examples of developed areas and elements.

The Visual Character Survey that was developed specifically for Glen Rose was primarily
the result of issues iddified by the Planning & Zoning Commission and City Staff
toward the beginning of the comprehensive planning process. The following subjects
were presented in the VCS:

e Street Design e Public Space

e Building Materials e Pedestrian Amenities

¢ Building Design e Open Space

e Downtown/Mixed Use e Housing Mix

e Signage ¢ Non-Residential Development

Respondents were shown 210 images and were asked to rate each image according to
the scale shown below.

Respondents were asked to consider several questions about each image as they rated
them:

e Dol like or dislikéhe image?
e By what value do | like or dislike it?
e s it appropriate or inappropriate for Glen Rose?

Following are the results of the VCS. In evaluating the results of the VCS, the average
score of each image is used. Overall, high and low scoring inaageshown first,
followed by the highest and lowest rated images within each of the subject headings
previously listed, and last the images with the lowest and highest standard deviations
(most and least consistent scoring). A total of 65 public partitgoeook the VCS, either
