Introduction  
The right of a municipality to manage and regulate land use is rooted in its need to 

protect the health, safety, and welfare of local citizens.  The first step in establishing the 

guidelines for such oversight is the cƻƳƳǳƴƛǘȅΩǎ comprehensive plan.  Although it is one

significance of the Future Land Use Plan text and map cannot be overstated.  Similar to 

the way in which a map serves as a guide to a particular destination, the Future Land 

Use Plan should serve Glen Rose as a guide to its unique vision of its future form ς What

Each place that is represented on a map 

can also be compared to each individual 

decision that the City makes with 

regard to land use and zoning; these 

individual decisions can either lead to, 

or away from, the City attaining its 

vision.  In order to serve ŀǎ ǘƘŜ /ƛǘȅΩǎ 

most complete long-ǊŀƴƎŜ άǊƻŀŘƳŀǇέ 

possible, the Future Land Use Plan 

establishes an overall framework for 

the preferred ultimate development 

pattern of the City based principally on 

balanced, compatible, and diversified 

land uses.  Graphically depicted on 

Plate 3-1 and Plate 3-2, the Future Land 

Use Plan map should ultimately reflect 

ǘƘŜ /ƛǘȅΩǎ ƭƻƴƎ-range statement of 

public policy and it should be used as a 

basis for future development decisions.   

 

It is important to note that the Future Land Use Plan map is not a zoning map, which 

legally regulates specific development requirements on individual parcels.  Rather, the 

zoning map should be guided by the ƎǊŀǇƘƛŎ ŘŜǇƛŎǘƛƻƴ ƻŦ ǘƘŜ /ƛǘȅΩǎ ǇǊŜŦŜǊǊŜŘ ƭƻƴƎ-range 

development pattern as shown on the Future Land Use Plan map.

additional discussion throughout this chapter is intended to support and supplement 

these goals and objectives. It should be noted that some goals and objectives are 

applicable to more than one chapter within the Plan, and therefore may be discussed in 

such other pertinent chapters.  

 

The goals listed below (Goals 1 through 5) are the Future Land Use Plan goals.  The 

entire 2009 Comprehensive Plan has 17 goals, which are covered within the various 

other chapters of this Plan. It should be noted that some goals and objectives are 

applicable to more than one chapter, and therefore may be discussed in such other 

pertinent chapters. 

 

 

Goal 1: A Balanced Land Use Design for Glen Rose 

Encourage a balance of land uses in order to serve the needs of citizens and to 

provide a more diversified local economic base. 

 

Objective 1.1: Identify specific land uses that are needed to serve the 

community, such as healthcare, educational, recreational, 

cultural, office, leisure activities, and retail facilities; establish 

ways in which the City can proactively provide and attract these 

needs. 

 

Objective 1.2: Provide for local non-ǊŜǎƛŘŜƴǘƛŀƭ ǳǎŜǎ ǘƻ ƳŜŜǘ ǘƘŜ ǊŜǎƛŘŜƴǘǎΩ 

office, retail, and service needs within Glen Rose. 

 

Objective 1.3: 9ƴǎǳǊŜ ǘƘŀǘ DƭŜƴ wƻǎŜΩǎ ƭŀƴŘ ǳǎŜ ǇƻƭƛŎƛŜǎ ŀƭƭƻǿ ŦƻǊ ƴƻƴ-residential 

uses that will supply the essential tax base needed for the City to 

support existing and future residents.  

 

 

Goal 2: Enhancement and Development Downtown  

Establish land use policies that support the enhancement and development of 

the Downtown area.  

 

Objective 2.1: Ensure that the Downtown is a pedestrian-oriented area and that 

a mixture of land uses is permitted in order to support Downtown 

development, including public parking.

Objective 2.2: Create additional formal public open spaces to serve as focal 

points and gathering areas within Downtown. 

 

Objective 2.3: Establish an effective means of communicating information about 

Downtown activities and initiatives to residents in the City as well 

as to those in the county and throughout the region.  

 

Objective 2.4: Encourage aesthetic improvements in Downtown (e.g., sidewalks, 

trees, brick pavers, street furniture, and building façade 

improvements). 

 

Objective 2.5:  Develop ordinances that mandate compatible and 

complementary Downtown architecture on all future 

improvements and developments. 

 

 

Goal 3: Quality Development along Highway 67 and Highway 144  

Establish the types of land uses that will promote quality development along

Objective 3.1: Promote varied, targeted, attractive, local, and unique non-

residential development along Highway 67 and Highway 144. 

 

Objective 3.2: Encourage the establishment of new businesses and promote the 

retention of existing businesses in Glen Rose, thereby creating 

increased and diversified business opportunities.  

 

Objective 3.3:  Recruit and encourage a variety of dinning opportunities.

Objective 4.5:  Investigate methods for the protection of the Paluxy River from 

pollution. 

 

Objective 4.6:  Build upon the Paluxy River as an attraction by improving its 

appearance, where possible, and promoting development which 

maximizes the benefit of being adjacent to the river, such as the 

River Walk. 

 

 

Goal 5: Encourage Green Construction   

Encourage voluntary green standards for all new residential and non-

residential construction. 

 

Objective 5.1: Using public input process, establish voluntary green standards 

for buildings within Glen Rose. 

 

Objective 5.2: Offer incentives for individuals, business owners, and builders for

Objective 5.4: Promote green landscaping requirements and maintenance 

requirements for businesses. 
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Recommended Pattern of Future Land Use  
The Future Land Use Plan map, Plate 3-1, has been created as the result of numerous 

public meetings with citizens of Glen Rose and City Staff.  It is of importance to note that 

the Future Land Use Plan map does not directly affect the regulation of land within Glen 

Rose or its ETJ because it is not a zoning map.  Rather, the Future Land Use Plan map is 

intended to guide decision-making within Glen Rose to ensure that development and 

growth follows an ideal path in accordance with the desires of the residents of Glen 

Rose. Therefore, the City should refer to this chapter to guide decisions on land use in 

the future.   

 

It is also important to note that while the Future Land Use Plan map itself is an integral 

part of the Future Land Use Plan chapter, the land use policy recommendations that 

support the map and that relate to how land use development should occur are also 

important.   These policy recommendations are contained in the last section of this 

Future Land Use Plan chapter.  The subsequent paragraphs, related map colors, and 

pictures are provided to clarify the various land use types shown on the Future Land Use 

Plan map.   

 

Future Land Use Categories 

Below are the land use categories reflected in the Future Land Use Plan map.  Each 

category below has a corresponding color which can be used in order to establish 

physical visualization of the Future Land Use Plan map and what types of development 

will be appropriate within each specific zone. 

 

Residential 

Areas shown as residential are anticipated to accommodate all types of residential 

development, such as single family units, duplexes, four-family units, multiple-family 

units, and manufactured homes.  
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Public/Semi-Public 

This land use designation is representative of uses that are governmental, public service, 

institutional, or religious in nature.  Notably, the Comanche Peak Nuclear Power Plant is 

included within this land use category due to its provision of public utilities.  Comanche 

Peak is shown on the Future Land Use Plan map as a lighter blue than the other 

public/semi-public uses and is individually called out because of its large land size. 
 

Public/semi-public uses are generally permitted within any area; therefore, the areas 

shown on the Future Land Use Plan map include the uses that are currently in existence.  

It is, however, anticipated that there will be a need for additional public uses with future 

population growth.  The City should remain aware of necessary increases in police and 

fire protection based on population growth and potential increases in space and 

personnel for City administration. 
 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 
 

Parks and Open Spaces 

Areas with this land use designation are representative of parks and open spaces that 

are currently in existence or planned.  Like public/semi-public uses, parks and open 

spaces are permitted within any area of the City.  Notably, the Squaw Valley Golf Course 

is included within this land use category.  Squaw Valley is shown on the Future Land Use 

Plan map as a lighter green than the other park and open space uses and is individually 

called out of its large land size. 
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Office 

This land use type is intended to provide offices for doctors, lawyers, engineers, 

architects, insurance agents, real estate professionals, etc.  Small-scale office land uses 

are generally compatible with residential areas.   

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Retail 

This land use type is intended to provide for a variety of restaurants, shops, grocery 

stores, and personal service establishments.  Retail businesses generally require greater 

visibility than do other types of non-residential land use (e.g., office, commercial).  In 

response to this need, retail land uses have been designated in the high-traffic areas.
