Introduction 
The importance of city planning can never be understated.  The future of Glen Rose will 

be shaped with the policies and recommendations developed in this 2009 

Comprehensive Plan.  Based on this Plan, decisions will be made that will influence 

many aspects ƻŦ ǘƘŜ /ƛǘȅΩǎ ōǳƛƭǘ ŀƴŘ ǎƻŎƛŀƭ ŜƴǾƛǊƻƴƳŜƴǘǎΦ  Glen Rose has taken an 

important leadership role in defining its future, with the adoption of this Plan.  The Plan 

will provide a very important tool for City staff and civic leaders to use in making sound 

planning decisions regarding the long-term growth and development of Glen Rose.  The 

future quality of life in Glen Rose will be substantially influenced by the manner in which 

Comprehensive Plan recommendations are administered and maintained.  
 

Changes in Glen Rose's socioeconomic climate and in development trends that were not 

anticipated during preparation of the Plan will occur from time to time, and therefore, 

subsequent adjustments will be required.  Elements of the City that were treated in 

terms of a general relationship to the overall area may, in the future, require more 

specific and detailed attention.  Planning for the City's future should be a continuous 

process, and this Plan is designed to be a dynamic tool that can be modified and 

periodically updated to keep it in tune with changing conditions and trends. 
 

Plan policies and recommendations may be put into effect through adopted 

development regulations, such as zoning and subdivision, and through capital 

improvement programs.  Many recommendations within the Plan can be implemented 

through simple refinement of existing regulations or City processes, while others may 

require the establishment of new regulations, programs, or processes.  This final chapter 

of the 2009 Comprehensive Plan describes specific ways in which Glen Rose can take the 

recommendations within this Plan from vision to reality.   
 

Proactive & Reactive Implementation 

There are two primary methods of Plan implementation: proactive and reactive 

methods.  To successfully implement the Plan and fully realize its benefits, both 

methods must be used in an effective manner.  Both proactive and reactive actions that 

could be used by Glen Rose are described within this Implementation Chapter. 
 

Examples of proactive methods include: 

 Developing a capital improvements program (CIP), by which the City expends 

funds to finance public improvements to meet objectives cited within the Plan; 

 Establishing/enforcing zoning regulations; 

 Establishing/enforcing subdivision regulations. 
 

Examples of reactive methods include: 

 Rezoning a development proposal based on the Comprehensive Plan  that 

would enhance the City; 

 Site plan review; 

 Subdivision review.

Roles of the Comprehensive Plan 

Guide for Daily Decision-Making 

The current physical layout of the City is a product of previous efforts put forth by many 

diverse individuals and groups.  In the future, each new development that takes place, 

whether a subdivision that is platted, a home that is built, or a new school, church or 

shopping center that is constructed, represents an addition to Glen Rose's physical 

form.  The composite of all such efforts and facilities creates the City as it is seen and 

experienced by its citizens and visitors.  If planning is to be effective, it must guide each 

and every individual development decision.  The City, in its daily decisions pertaining to 

whether to surface a street, to approve a residential plat, to amend a zoning ordinance 

provision, to enforce the building codes, or to construct a new utility line, should always 

refer to the basic proposals outlined within the Comprehensive Plan.  The private 

builder or investor, likewise, should recognize the broad concepts and policies of the 

Plan so that their efforts become part of a meaningful whole in planning the City.     

 

Flexible & Alterable Guide 

The 2009 Comprehensive Plan is intended to be a dynamic planning document for Glen 

Rose ς one that responds to changing needs and conditions.  Plan amendments should 

not be made without thorough analysis of immediate needs, as well as consideration for 

long-term effects of proposed amendments.  The City Council and other Glen Rose 

officials should consider each proposed amendment carefully to determine whether it is 

consistent with the Plan's goals and policies, and whether it will be beneficial for the 

long-term health and vitality of Glen Rose. 

 

At one-year intervals, a periodic review of the Plan with respect to current conditions 

and trends should be performed.  Such on-going, scheduled reevaluations will provide a 

basis for adjusting capital expenditures and priorities, and will reveal changes and 

additions that should be made to the Plan in order to keep it current and applicable 

long-term.  It would be appropriate to devote one annual meeting of the Planning and 

Zoning Commission to reviewing the status and continued applicability of the Plan in 

light of current conditions, and to prepare a report on these findings to the City Council.  

Those items that appear to need specific attention should be examined in more detail, 

and changes and/or additions should be made accordingly.  By such periodic 

reevaluations, the Plan will remain functional, and will continue to give civic leaders 

effective guidance in decision-making.  Periodic reviews of the Plan should include 

consideration of the following: 

 The City's progress in implementing the Plan; 

 Changes in conditions that form the basis of the Plan; 

 Community support for the Plan's goals, objectives & policies; and, 

 Changes in State laws.

The full benefits of the Plan for Glen Rose can only be realized by maintaining it as a 

vital, up-to-date document.  As changes occur and new issues within the City become 

apparent, the Plan should be revised rather than ignored.  By such action, the Plan will 

remain current and effective in meeting the City's decision-making needs. 

  

Complete Review with Public Participation 

In addition to periodic annual reviews, the Comprehensive Plan should undergo a 

complete, more thorough review and update every five or ten years.  The review and 

updating process should begin with the establishment of a steering committee that was 

appointed to assist in the preparation of this Plan.  If possible, this committee (the 

Comprehensive Plan Advisory Committee) or the Planning and Zoning Commission 

should be in charge of periodic review of the Plan.  Specific input on major changes 

should be sought from various groups, including property owners, neighborhood 

groups, civic leaders and major stakeholders, developers, merchants, and other citizens 

and individuals who express an interest in the long-term growth and development of 

the City. 
 

Regulatory Mechanisms 

General 

The usual processes for reviewing and processing zoning amendments, development 

plans, and subdivision plans provide significant opportunities for implementing the Plan.  

Each zoning, development and subdivision decision should be evaluated and weighed 

against applicable proposals contained within the Plan.  If decisions are made that are 

inconsistent with Plan recommendations, then they should include actions to modify or 

amend the Plan accordingly in order to ensure consistency and fairness in future 

decision-making.  Amending the Subdivision Ordinance and Zoning Ordinance represent 

two major proactive measures that the City can take to implement 2009 Comprehensive 

Plan recommendations.   
 

Zoning Ordinance 

Zoning is perhaps the single most powerful tool for implementing Plan

All 

zoning and land use changes should be made within the context of existing land uses, 

future land uses, and planned infrastructure, including roadways, water and 

wastewater.   
 

Zoning Text Amendments 

There are numerous recommendations within this 2009 Comprehensive Plan 

that relate to enhancing design standards.  Their implementation will not only 

improve future development and interaction between land uses, but will also 

improve Glen RoseΩǎ ƻǾŜǊŀƭƭ ƛƳŀƎŜ ŀƴŘ ƭƛǾŀōƛƭƛǘȅΦ  {ǳŎƘ ǊŜŎƻƳƳŜƴŘŀǘƛƻƴǎ

a few.  These recommendations should be itemized and prioritized, and should 

be incorporated into the Zoning Ordinance accordingly.  

Zoning Map Amendments 

State law gives power to cities to regulate the use of land, but regulations 

should be based on a plan.  Therefore, Glen RoseΩǎ ½ƻƴƛƴƎ aŀǇ ǎƘƻǳƭŘ ōŜ ŀǎ 

consistent as possible with the Comprehensive Plan, specifically the Future Land 

Use Plan map.  It is not reasonable, however, to recommend that the City make 

large-scale changes in its zoning map changes immediately.  It is therefore 

recommended that the City prioritize areas where a change in current zoning is 

needed in the short-term and that efforts be concentrated on making such 

changes.  In the long-term, consistent zoning policy in conformance with the

Subdivision Ordinance 

The act of subdividing land to create building sites has a major effect on the overall 

design and image of Glen Rose.  Much of the basic physical form of the City is currently 

created by the layout of streets, easements, and lots.  In the future, the basic physical 

form of Glen Rose will be further affected by such action.  Requirements for adequate

Implementation Strategies 
Implementation is probably one of the most important, yet most difficult, aspects of the 

comprehensive planning process.  Without viable, realistic mechanisms for 

implementation, the recommendations contained within the Comprehensive Plan will 

be difficult to realize.  The City should work toward implementation of 

recommendations on an incremental, annual basis.   

 

The three tables on the following pages provide a coordinated listing of Comprehensive 

Plan implementation priorities.  Few cities have the ability to implement every 

recommendation or policy within their comprehensive planning document immediately 

following adoptionτGlen Rose is no exception.  Plan implementation, therefore, must 

be prioritized to guide top priorities, short-term priorities, and on-going priorities.  

These priorities must be balanced with timing, funding, and City staff resources.  While 

all the recommendations share some level of importance because they warranted 

discussion within the plan, they cannot all be targeted for implementation within a short 

time period; some must be carried out over a longer period of time.  Other than the 

delineation of these priorities into immediate, long-term, and on-going, they are in no 

order of priority. 

 

The first table (Table 8-1) lists the top priorities that should be targeted for 

implementation within the two (2) years following the adoption of this Comprehensive 

Plan.  The second table (Table 8-2) lists recommendations that should be implemented 

in the first five (5) to seven (7) years following the adoption of this plan.  The third table 

(Table 8-3) outlines priorities that will not be able to be achieved with a one-time 

action; these will need to be on-going actions that the City implements continually.
